MRNA Regular Meeting – February 2, 2010 – Call to Order

Minutes of October 2009 Meeting
The minutes of the October 2009 meeting were not available. Motion to defer approval to the March 2010 meeting was made by Chip Ellis, seconded by Barry Webb, and passed unanimously.
President’s Report

Treasurer’s Report
Barry Webb reported the balance of the treasury as $207.35. A book-keeping adjustment resulted in the difference from the previous month’s report of $208.35. A $58 shortfall occurred from the Fall BBQ, which was covered by, and owed to, board member Cindy Copley. Extra food from the BBQ is being stored in Cindy Copley’s freezer. A suggestion was made that another BBQ be held soon to use the extra food, with proceeds going to pay back Cindy.
Old Business

New Business
Plans and Development – Keith Miller presented pictures of proposed artwork that may be incorporated into rights-of-way as part of the Houghton Area Widening Project. The artwork and sculptures are similar to those used in the redevelopment and widening of Harrison Road. Keith indicated that the widening project was fully funded and would begin this year.
Luis Quintero requested that MRNA approach Rincon Little League to determine if a boundary change could occur, so that Mesquite Resident youths could participate in that League. Andy Squire of the City Council office stated that he would approach Shirley Scott to see if they can work with the Rincon Little League leadership on the issue.
Presentation
A presentation was made by representatives of Technicians for Sustainability, LLC, a Tucson company that specializes in solar panel installations for residential and commercial customers. A detailed summary of the costs and benefits of various solar electric and hot water solutions was presented, followed by a question and answer period.
Andy Squire of the City Council office gave a detailed breakdown of the current difficult City budget considerations. Andy stated that outside agency funding had been basically eliminated, which present difficulties for local shelters and advocacy groups. He stated that fire and police resources were being re-allocated in some cases but every effort was being made to maintain overall coverage. Sewer rates can be expected to increase due to a shortfall in revenue needed to increase capacity.
